Frozen extinguishers? 
John Symes, MSA Technical Director, writes: We had a report recently of a fire extinguisher which, in the very cold weather, failed 
to operate – seemingly as a result of the contents being frozen. AFFF extinguishers contain water with a foaming agent and it is 
normal practice for them to be dosed with anti-freeze to prevent the contents solidifying. Nevertheless, make sure that 
extinguishers are stowed away in some sort of reasonable facility rather than being left exposed to the elements.

Steve Boyle, Chairman of Witney Motor Club, says the club has planted 30 more trees in phase two of its project to offset the 
club's carbon footprint. Six ash, seven silver birch, five crab apple, five alder and seven cherry trees have been planted on rally 
driver Jimmy Miligan's land – where the club holds its annual autocross event.
