 The magnificent setting of the world famous Aintree Racecourse, home to the Grand National, 
the world’s greatest steeplechase and the former home of the British Grand Prix, is the location of a 
very special motor sport celebration on Sunday 16th May 2010. 
For the first time since 1964, the start/finish straight of the historic Grand Prix circuit at Aintree will 
witness racing cars competing in a competitive speed event...the Aintree "55/55" G.P. Speed Sprint. 
 This ½ mile Speed Sprint, organised by the Aintree Circuit Club, will feature a spectacular 
standing start directly in front of the ultra-modern Lord Sefton and Earl of Derby grandstands and 
finishing at Waterway Corner with many competitors reaching speeds in excess of 150mph. 
A superlative entry is expected, including grand prix, vintage, classic, historic and contemporary 
racing, sports and saloon cars and motorcycles, competing in their respective classes as well as 
striving to set the fastest time of the day (F.T.D.). 
 The "55/55" theme of the event is inspired by a notable landmark date in Aintree’s Grand Prix 
history, mirrored by a significant development in present day Grand Prix racing. In 1955, Stirling Moss 

achieved his first ever Grand Prix victory, driving his Mercedes-Benz W196, to win ahead of team-mate Juan Manuel Fangio in 
the Mercedes team’s famous 1,2,3,4 finish at the British Grand Prix, held at Aintree. 
Now, 55 years on, 2010 marks the return of a works Mercedes Grand Prix Team to the Formula 1 World Championship, for the 
first time since that 1955 season. 
 "This is a fantastic opportunity for competitors and spectators to celebrate the important role which the Aintree circuit 
played in Grand Prix history, combined with the excellent grandstands and hospitality facilities which are unrivalled by any 
other motor sport venue in the UK", commented Aintree Circuit Club Director, Mike Ashcroft. "We're also planning to announce 
some significant additional attractions which will develop the "55/55" theme and make this event very special", he added. 
 The 3-miIe Aintree Grand Prix circuit opened in 1954 and remains one of the few classic tracks to retain its original 
1950s course. It hosted the British Grand Prix in 1955, 1957, 1959, 1961 and 1962. The final meeting on the full circuit was the 
Aintree "200", in 1964. Motorsport events continue on the Club Circuit, organised by Liverpool Motor Club. A successful 
"Festival of Motor Sport" was staged by Aintree Circuit Club in 2004, with special guests Sir Stirling Moss, Tony Brooks and 
Roy Salvadori.
