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 We knew at the start it was going to be tough. Think of a place far away - only accessible by lots of roads, ferries, bridges 
and tunnels. Get there turn around and drive home. 5000 miles in total over 10 days! The other option was to scrap the car at the 
destination and fly home, which many did. This was the first Scally Rally - Arctic with route from Den Haag to Bodo about 120 km 
north of the Arctic Circle. Our Peugeot 205 Diesel went well in Ireland last year so we decided to use again. However daughter 
Rachael tried to write it off on some ice in the winter. Spent 6 months repairing / preparing car and off we set to Harwich to sail to 
The Hook of Holland. It was a 6 hour crossing so had a good rest and had a day to chill out in Scheveningen. However whilst park-
ing at our hotel some local idiot in a black BMW reversed into our car and broke a cooling fan. With the help of another competitor 
from Belfast we managed to disconnect the fan and re -wire the other one. Phew! 
Spent the rest of the day chilling out on the beach with lots of barely clad nubile young women! After a quick paddle in the sea it 
was time for Registration/ Signing - on. This took place at a bar/ restaurant called Zeezicht on the beach, where the grumpy staff 

took ages to serve and had the nerve to charge £7.50 for a pint of beer! 
Day 1 - Den Haag to Copenhagen 
 Friday dawned and the gathering of highly decorated cars arrived on the sea front at Scheveningen ready for the 8.30 start. The crew from “ It tastes like chicken” 
were cooking breakfast on the bonnet of their Merc. Turtle Power arrived in a Volvo Estate - 3 girls and a bloke from Chester area dressed as Ninja Turtles! “ Nuns on the 
Run “ and  three blokes dressed as “ trannies” in a van provided great entertainment throughout the event. Today was a long drag up the motorways and autobahns of 
Holland, Germany and Denmark to arrive at Copenhagen before 10pm. The challenge was to solve anagrams of team names. This was made more difficult as we didn’t 
have an entry list and running near the back were unable to obtain the names of other teams. It was a “ killer “ of a day in sweltering heat of 30c. With 700 miles under our 
belt we booked into Copenhagen, where the night life was in full swing. 
Day 2 - Copenhagen to Oslo 
         I was ready to go home on day 2 but as we had paid for most of the hotels we decided to push on and enjoy the scenery and not bother with the rather childish chal-
lenges. After crossing Oresund bridge, which is the longest bridge/ tunnel in Europe of about 10 miles we arrived in Sweden for the long drag up the E20 to Oslo. Had time 
to stop for a pleasant lunch at a road side café 200 feet above a bridge, where we spotted daughter Rachael and friend Joel pressing on well in their crazy London taxi. 
Day 3 - Oslo to Bergen 
 We were advised that the meeting point today was the Texaco garage just out of town. However it turned out to be Shell but no matter as Neil the organiser 
flagged us down in the road to hand out the days route and challenges. We were getting into the meat of the rally now with far more interesting roads and scenery. A bit of 
early morning rain stopped as we headed for the fjords and mountains. Leaving Oslo we headed north on E16 to joint up with Highway 7 towards Noresund. The Norwe-
gions don’t tend to circumnavigate mountains they cut tunnels directly through. Many were traversed today including the famous Hardanger Pass which cork - screwed 
down inside the mountain. A quite surreal experience! On one of the mountain sections we met a trapper selling elk furs who was fascinated with the rally. We continued to 
Brimes where we took the ferry to Bruravik. On to Voss where we chased a BMW series 5, wrapped in poly film, until our brakes started to burn so we decided to let him 
go! Final run along E16 into Bergen where our hotel awaited. Had fish and chips x 2 and small beers on harbour side at 11pm and bill came to just under £30. Everything 
is expensive in this part of the World! 
Day 4 - Bergen to Trondheim 
 Another early start. Some crews leaving their hotels at 6am to tackle the famous Trollstigen Pass. There was an optional route today but to attempt the famous 
pass would add another 3 hours or so to the journey. We decided to take the slightly easier route. Headed out of town on E16 and through many tunnels, some of which 
were 10 km long, and on to Voss. From here we took the 13 and the Vikafjell Pass where our engine ran hot. With lights flashing and stop engine sign we pulled off on a 
hairpin. At first we thought we were out but no water leaks were found and two kind chaps in van stopped to offer advice as to how to cool down. The old Peugeot was fine 
after it was cooled down and we ran with the fan on the mountain sections for the rest of the rally. 
 On to Vangsnes and the scenic ferry crossing to Hella. The road to Skjolden along the Sognefjorden was stunning. We continued to Otta and drove E06 in a 
thunder storm to Trondheim. Met up later with “ Nuns on the Run” - four blokes dressed as nuns. They had been driving for 16 hours with only time for loo breaks! We 
knew at this point we had made the right decision. As we had lost contact with Rachael we were however worried that she may be lost in the mountains in the storm. We 
had a report from an Irish couple who said they were having electrical problems. One or two crews were stuck out in the wilds all night as they missed the last ferry. 
Day 5 - Trondheim to Bodo 
 Starting from the Ikea Store car park it was the final slog today up the E06 to Bodo. The road book stated 10.5 hours 
without stops so there was no time to hang around! The challenge today was to photograph various stuff associated with Norway - 
such as local food, a Elkhound and a Viking ship for example. Just for fun we decided to make a token effort today and included a 
photo of a “ funny road sign” Most people caught one of the following - Hell, Bimbo or Din Fart! 
  At the side of the road we spotted the “ Trannies” pulled over by a police trap. They had started the rally in a pink van 
which broke down on the first day after which they hired a modern van just to complete the journey. Whilst overtaking a camper van 
they hit a speed trap and as the police in Norway operate a Zero tolerance policy they were fined £500 on the spot! They looked a 
bit unstable on their high heels later although philosophical about the event. Eventually we passed Mo I Rana and came to the 
Arctic Circle Centre which is basically a gift shop with loos placed in a desolate area that looks a bit like the Denbigh Moors! It did 
provide a photo opportunity and chance for a quick coffee. There was a timing element today in that all crews had to be booked into 
the finish venue by 9pm. We made it with a few minutes to spare and time for dinner at a very nice restaurant called Egon. 
 The Rally Party started at 11pm where the winners were announced. Surfy and Beth won in their Saab after gaining maximum points on the Trollstigen Pass 
challenge. Nice people and they deserved to win. Nuns on the Run came a close second. 
The Return Journey 
Whilst going to bed after midnight had a call from Rachael to say she and friend had been arrested by police for a misdemeanour and could we help! After a sleep less 
night and some negotiations they pulled a get out of gaol card. Passports returned we hit the road and headed out of town with cheers from “ Bar Stool Jockeys”, Beth & 
Surfy and others who were soaking up the midday sun at a pavement café. We sped south on the Great Northern Highway E6, keeping within the speed limits of course. 
The cameras in Norway are visable and clearly labelled but the police do set traps from time to time as we discovered later in the day.  
From Mo we took the E12 towards Soruman and down the middle of Sweden on the E45. This was a magnificent road with mile after mile of forests and lakes and little 
traffic. It made our Lake District look like a few ponds! Some road works were encountered where the road was dug up for perhaps 10km. Working well into the evening 
one had to dodge around diggers and lorries whilst driving on what felt like a Welsh “white”! We camped rough for 3 nights in forests to save a bit of dosh. Loved Sweden 
and the people and treated ourselves to a luxury hotel in Malmo for the last night. 
Back to the Oresund Bridge/ Tunnel to Denmark and another toll charge of 275DK (£27). It makes our Mersey Tunnel look cheap! It poured with torrential rain all though 
Denmark until we reached the ferry to Puttgarden in Germany. Our defunct wipers barely coping. Once in Germany it was very hot and we had had enough driving by 5pm 
and found a camp site in a forest near Bremen. On the road a 6am the next day to meet up with Rachael and Joel at The Hook. They had taken an entirely different route 
back. It was good to meet for lunch and share the ferry back to Blighty. 
N W Air Ambulance

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July saw a return for the hallowed lanes of the Isle of Man for the Mark II Escort.  Partnered, on this occasion again by Iwan Jones.  
The car had been fully re-built by J T Motorsport following the recent mid Wales stages with new front and rear springs and shockers, 
brakes, changes to the differential ratio to a 4.6 to help with the top speed, having seen the stages to be used on the Manx. 
 

We briefly ran as course car on the Ranges stages and run by Aberystwyth Motor Club on the Sunday before going to the Isle of Man 
which gave a good idea of how the car would handle and also it gave me the first opportunity to drive on the Kumho V 70A tyres 
which I have not previously tried. 
 

The weather was changeable and gave an excellent indication of what to expect from the tyres in all weather conditions, and I 
managed to survive the Rangers without causing any damage to the car or myself, as this tends to be the norm from previous visits 
as Simon will no doubt recall from our test with the Maxi a number of years ago ! 
 

We arrived on the Isle of Man on the Wednesday evening and was straight into signing on for the event, which was a particularly 
busy affair, as everyone seemed to get off planes and boats at the same time.  It was great to chat to a number of people and be 
back on the Island, but this time to compete rather than in an organising capacity as I had been in May. 
 

There had been a lot of talk about the recce for the Isle of Man not being achievable within a one day period we started early at 7.00 
am on the Thursday morning, managed to do all the morning stages and still be sitting down for lunch by 12.00 pm and that included 
two passes over all the stages, including making notes for some of them.  The afternoon session then started after a nice relaxing 
lunch at St John’s Café (highly recommended) and we were finished by 6.30 pm returning to the grandstand just for a quick blast at 
the road in the car to make sure everything was ready.  The stages themselves were in excellent condition and offered a really good 
challenge, in my opinion, particularly the use of the two middle stages on both days being the 21 mile Newtown Stage and the Cringle 
Stage.  These would form the heart of the rally and extended over 72 miles of the 165 stage miles in four stages. 
 

I woke at 2.30 am on Friday morning feeling particularly unwell, some people may know that I suffer from gaul stones (which, yes I 
know I must have them removed) and proceeded to start the day feeling quite unwell, although I made a determined effort not to let it 
affect my driving.  We had an excellent start on the first three stages of the event, including setting 7th quickest time on the Kella 
Stage, to be in 7th position at the end of the first loop of stages, particularly good going in the Pinto up against all the multi-valve 
Escorts. 
 

Will Onions who owns the car was running some ten cars behind us and was very unsure about his speed on tarmac, but was setting 
some reasonable times and got quicker as the day went on.  After the first service we went into the two long stages and we had a 
particularly good run through the long Newtown Stage, but an absolutely rubbish run on the Cringle Stage, possible due to the fact 
that I was aware that this is the stage which we crashed heavily on in 2008 on the water that had been let to run across the road on 
part of the stage and this was obviously playing on my mind, together with a couple of half spins and reverse manoeuvres being 
required when we couldn’t get the handbrake on the car to work – why, because the tyre was sticking so good ! 
 

Back into service after these stages and then for some further stages to the North of the Island and then the classic Castletown Stage 
saw us return to service in 6th overall in the Classic group being the first 8-valve car in the overall event.  Will had managed to creep 
up and got in ahead of us by 0.4 of a second going into the last Castletown Stage, but then unfortunately put it off backwards on the 
last bend of the stage loosing 5 seconds and taking the rear bumper, rear exhaust box, and boot lid off the car, which for once gave 
the lads something to do on his car at night rather than mine !!  At this point, I was feeling particularly unwell and went off to bed 
leaving the boys to fettle and finish the cars. 
 

Up the next morning still feeling ill, but certainly up to the challenge.  We went out and had a good run on the morning stages 
retaining our position, although the battle with Will was becoming more and more intense with each pinching seconds off each other, 
we had the legs on him over the shorter twistier stages, but on the power stages the BDA came into its own. 
 

Leaving service to go into the two long stages for the second day we were driving out of Douglas when the heavens opened, luckily, 
we had the foresight to put a pair of soft tyres in the boot and quickly changed at the stage start.  Unfortunately, Will had not taken 
that precaution and we set an excellent time through that stage.  Will lost all confidence in the car on the hard tyres and was 
eventually caught and passed, but in pulling over to let Drew Wylie past stalled the car and they had to get out and push it to start it, 
but due to a broken starting motor, dropping 3 minutes, therefore, the inter-team battle was over, but we still concentrated on pushing 
hard and there was the possibility of catching Ian Corkhill for the 5th place, but this evaporated as the stages later on in the day dried 
out and we had to settle for 6th overall.  An excellent result for the team, Iwan was 
excellent on the notes and moved on in leaps and bounds after carrying out the recce. 
 

The next event now for the Escort onto the Harry Flatters on Epynt and reacquainted  
with my old navigator, Hu Kent, for this event so it should be interesting times ahead.>>

MSA Academy launched 
The MSA has created the MSA Academy – a new structure for the MSA’s investment in the training and development of young drivers 
– and a new TEAM UK identity which will encompass the country’s best up and coming motor sport talent. 
The MSA Academy creates a development pathway which will take competitors from the entry level at just eight years of age, through 
to Elite and post-Elite levels, with a view to the most promising emerging onto the world stage. 
The academy is the brainchild of MSA Performance Director, Robert Reid. The 2001 WRC champion has been working with the MSA 
for the past four years and is delighted that a recognisable structure has now emerged. 
Until the age of 16, all British children must legally remain within the education system, so the academy will ensure that young 
competitors are supported and encouraged in their mainstream studies. With some 1,600 licence holders under 16 years of age in the 
UK, the MSA takes its responsibilities to these children and their education extremely seriously. 
The MSA is considering the introduction of new regulations to ensure that competitors are fully engaged with their schools and to 
encourage organisers to provide study facilities for their competitors. It is anticipated that ultimately all drivers under 16 wishing to 
enter any of the UK’s national championships will be required to enter into a signed ‘contract’ with their school to keep up to date with 
their work. The message is simple: no education, no racing. 
The MSA has looked carefully at the examples of other sports and has recognised the need to identify the best British talent as a team 
of individuals under a collective banner. Consequently, members of the MSA Academy at Elite and post-Elite levels will become known 
as TEAM UK and will be able to carry this designation to identify them as the best emerging talent in British motor sport. 
The final element in the MSA Academy will be the creation of a recognised coaching structure within UK motor sport, although this may 
take a little longer to deliver.
